PROPOSED FENCE ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS

Introduction

The Conservation Committee proposes to amend the Town’s fencing regulations to more effectively achieve the
stated goals of the ordinance (18.43.010 Purpose) and of the Town’s General Plan. Specifically, fences should be
used minimally and should be located and designed with consideration for the Town’s open space tradition. When
used, fences should be located and designed in a manner that preserves the Town’s rural quality and shared scenic
resources and allows movement of wildlife.

This document includes sections of the municipal code that bear directly on the fencing amendments proposed by
the Conservation Committee. Proposed edits include deletions of current wording, indicated by strikeouts (abe-),
and revised wording and additions, indicated in red text. Only the relevant sections of individual chapters of the
code are included here.

TITLE 12 — STREETS, TRAILS AND PUBLIC PLACES / Chapter 12.08 Trails
12.08.030 Fences and gates.

A. Trails on Public Road Rights-of-way or Private Roads. No fence, gate, wall, planting or other obstruction shall
be installed, placed or maintained on a public trail located within the right-of-way of any public street, road or
highway or any private road.

B. Dedicated Trail Easements Adjacent to and Parallel to a Public Road Right-of-Way or Private Road. Fences are
not permitted along the trail easement boundary adjacent to the public road right-of-way or private road.
Fences are permitted along the trail easement boundary nearest to the interior portion of the private property
on which the trail easement is located provided no part of the fence shall encroach into or upon the public
trail easement.

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TITLE 18 — ZONING / Chapter 18.04 Definitions

18.04.129 Domestic fence.

"Domestic fence" is a fence that is not a horse fence as defined in Section 18.04.215. Domestic fences are wildlife
friendly if they comply with 18.04.315.

18.04.155 Fence.

"Fence" is a structure made of wire, wood, metal, masonry or other man-made material, or combination thereof,
including gates and posts, typically used as a screen, enclosure, retaining wall, or entryway feature, for a parcel of
land or portion thereof.

18.04.156 Fence opacity.

"Fence opacity" is the surface area of a fence that is impenetrable to light when viewed perpendicularly to the
plane of the fence.

18.04.215 Horse fence.

"Horse fence" is a fence that complies with the horse fence standards set forth in Section 18.43.060. Horse fences
are wildlife friendly if they comply with 18.04.315.

18.04.315 Wildlife-friendly.

Fencing that is “wildlife friendly” allows wildlife to safely pass over and under it. Height maximum 4'; minimum
clearance 16" above ground.

Chapter 18.42 Accessory Structures

18.42.040 Exceptions to requirements—Fences.

Fences may be located within required yard areas subject to the following provisions.

A.  Fences in Residential, Mountainous-Residential (M-R) and Open-Area (O-A) zoning districts are subject
to the provisions of Chapter 18.43.

B. Fences in all zoning districts other than Residential, Mountainous-Residential (M-R) and Open-Area (O-
A) zoning districts are subject to the following height limits for the fence and any appurtenances:

Chapter 18.43 Fences

18.43.010 Purpose.

The purpose of the fence regulations is to ensure that fences in required yards in residential zoning districts
conform to the following principles:

. Fences should be designed with consideration for the open space tradition of Portola Valley.

. Fences should be used sparingly in order to preserve a sense of the shared scenic resources of the
community.

. Fences should be designed with respect for the movement of wildlife and the protection of views.

. Fence designs and materials should blend with the natural environment and maintain the natural and

rural ambiance of the town.

The above principles shall be followed by residents, town planning staff and the ASCC when designing or
developing fences or considering fence permit applications.

(Ord. 2005-360, § 3, 2005)

18.43.020 Location.

A. In residential zoning districts fences may be erected in the following locations:

1. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of less than one acre, domestic fences or fences consistent
with the standards of a horse fence are allowed in required yards, including along property lines.
Fences that are wildlife friendly are recommended but not required.

2. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre, domestic fences or horse fences are allowed
in required yards, including along property lines, except that a domestic fence in a front yard must be
set back at least twenty-five feet from the front property line; all fences must be wildlife friendly.

3. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of two acres or more, only horse fences are allowed in
required yards, including along property lines; horse fences must be wildlife friendly.

4, In addition to the above limitations, in districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre or more,
domestic fences and horse fences in required yards shall be allowed only on slopes of twenty percent
or less.

5. Along riparian corridors, fences shall be set back a minimum of twenty feet from the top of a creek
bank. The top of the creek bank shall be determined on a case-by-case basis by Town Planning staff or
the ASCC based on physical inspection of site conditions.

6. Double fencing (where two or more fences are placed parallel to one another often for the purpose of

deterring deer or other animals) must-be-located-within-the building-envelope-efa-pareel is not
permitted.

Allowed fence characteristics such as location, height, etc. depend on the “required yard,” i.e., the required width
and depth dimensions of front, side, and rear yards. Required yards are defined in Section 18.52.010 and specified
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in Table 1 of Section 18.48.010. The table below is a subset of Table 1 with an additional column at left which
identifies the zoning district categories used in the fence regulations.

18.43.030 Height.

A.

C.

The height of a fence is the vertical distance measured from the surface of the actual adjoining ground to the

top of the fence. For the purpose of applying height regulations, the average height of the fence along any
unbroken run may be used, provided the height at any point is not more than ten percent greater than that
normally permitted.

Fences in residential zoning districts are subject to the following height limits:

a. Indistricts requiring a minimum parcel area of less than one acre, fence heights shall not exceed
four feet in front yards, six feet in side and rear yards, and four feet in side yards along road rights-of-
way.

b. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre or more, fence heights shall not exceed four
feet in front-yards,sixfeetinside-andrea o ) .
required yards.

Horse fences shall not exceed four feet in height.

Fences adjacent to public trails and paths in districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre or
more shall not exceed four feet in height.

A fence of normally permitted height under this section shall not be placed on top of fill designed so as to

effectively increase the elevation of the top of the fence.
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D. The height of a retaining wall, or a retaining wall with a fence erected on top of it, is measured from the
exposed bottom of the wall to the top of the wall/fence.

E. The height of a fence placed on top of a fill supported by a retaining wall is measured from the top of the
natural grade directly below the wall to the top of the fence.

18.43.040 Opacity.

A. Fences are subject to the following fence opacity limits:

1. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of less than one acre, fences in front yards shall not exceed
fifty percent opacity.

2. In districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre, domestic fences in front yards shall not
exceed fifty percent opacity.

3. Fences in side yards adjacent to road rights-of-way shall not exceed fifty percent opacity.
4, Horse fences shall not exceed fifty percent opacity.

5. Fences adjacent to public trails and paths in districts requiring a minimum parcel area of one acre or
more shall not exceed fifty percent opacity.

6. Fence members shall not exceed a six inch width when viewed perpendicularly to the plane of the
fence for fences subject to an opacity limit.

7. Retaining walls are exempt from opacity limits.

(Ord. 2005-360, § 3, 2005)

18.43.050 Color reflectivity.

A. The reflectivity value for colors used on fences shall not exceed forty percent, except that naturally weathered
wood may exceed such limit.

(Ord. 2005-360, § 3, 2005)

18.43.060 Horse fences.

A. Horse fences shall conform to the following standards:

1. There shall be no more than three horizontal wood members, each not to exceed six inches in width or
no more than four horizontal wood or wire members, each wood member not to exceed four and a
half inches in width.

2.  The cross sections of posts must not exceed six inches by six inches; such posts shall not exceed four
feet in height and shall be spaced no closer than five feet apart.

3. Six inch by six inch wire mesh may be attached to a horse fence but shall not exceed the height of the
horse fence. Nothing else shall be attached to a horse fence that would violate the standards set forth
in Section 18.43.060A and/or alter the visual characteristics of the horse fence.

4, Horse fence opacity shall not exceed fifty percent. See Section 18.43.040.A.4.

5. Horse fences shall not exceed four feet in height. See Section 18.43.030.B.2.
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Gates attached to horse fences are exempted from Section 18.43.060.A.1.—3., but shall conform to height
and opacity standards for horse fences and be of a similar design as a horse fence.

Horse fences that are also used as corral and pasture fences, must, in addition, comply with special
requirements as set forth in the town stable ordinance

18.43.080 Fence permits and administration.

A.

Fence permits are required for construction of all fences built within required yards, except as otherwise
specified in this section. Fence permit applications shall be made on a form provided by the town planning
staff and shall be accompanied by plans demonstrating the design and materials of the proposed fence, the
location of the proposed fence and any associated landscaping. A fee shall be paid to cover the cost of review
by town planning staff, or on referral, by the town planner. Prior to approving a fence permit, town planning
staff shall give written notice to owners of adjoining properties of the permit application. Prior to acting on a
permit, town planning staff shall review the proposed design and location in the field, review the plans for
conformance with the zoning ordinance and design guidelines, and consider comments from owner(s) of
adjoining properties. Town planning staff may take action on a permit or refer it to the ASCC. Written
notification shall be given to owner(s) of adjoining properties at least six days prior to action by town planning
staff or the ASCC.

1.  Anytown planning staff decision may be appealed within fifteen days of the decision by an applicant or
an owner of adjacent property to the ASCC.

2. Any ASCC decision may be appealed within fifteen days of the decision by the applicant or an owner of
adjacent property to the board of adjustment.

Fences within required yards that are no more than two feet in height, and no more than twenty feet in total
length shall be exempt from this section but shall meet all other provisions of this chapter except Section
18.43.040 regarding opacity.

The ASCC shall have the authority to review existing fences and fence permit applications under the following
conditions:

1. Upon referral from town planning staff, pursuant to Section 18.43.080A.

2. When acting on architectural review and site development permits, the ASCC shall consider and may
require modifications to existing fencing on a property if the ASCC determines that there is a
substantial modification to an existing residence or the site improvements of the property. If, in these
situations, the ASCC determines that the existing fencing is not in conformity with current fencing
standards, the ASCC may require conformity with the fencing regulations. In requiring conformity, the
ASCC shall make the finding that the modified or replacement fencing will not result in an adverse
effect on neighboring properties and reasonably adheres to the purposes of this chapter.

3. When a fence permit application demonstrates that the proposed fence cannot conform to the
regulations given the conditions on the parcel, the ASCC may grant relief from the fence regulations. In
making such determination, the ASCC shall as much as reasonably possible ensure the proposed fence
achieves the purpose and principles of this chapter set forth in Section 18.43.010.

4, When a fence permit application is submitted for a proposed fence in the Mountainous-Residential (M-
R) or Open-Area (O-A) zoning districts, the ASCC shall, with input from the conservation committee,
make a determination of compliance based on the purposes of this chapter and the fence design
guidelines adopted by the town council.
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5. When a fence permit application demonstrates an alternative means of providing equal or better
wildlife movement and/or habitat, the ASCC may grant exceptions to wildlife-friendly requirements
along a side or rear property line or some portion thereof.

When a portion of a fence exceeding twenty-five percent of the total length of fencing within required yards
on a property is damaged or voluntarily removed, any replacement fencing of that portion shall conform to
the fence regulations pursuant to a fence permit.

A fence permit becomes null and void if not exercised within one year following the date the fence permit is
approved, except:

1. Where a single project requires both a fence permit and an architectural review approval from the
ASCC, and those permits are considered and issued together, the fence permit shall have the same
expiration period as the architectural review approval.

(Ord. 2012-397 § 3, 2012; Ord. 2005-360, § 3, 2005)

Chapter 18.52 Yards

18.52.010 Requirements—Width and depth dimensions.

Except as provided in this chapter, every structure shall be upon a parcel of such dimensions in relation to the
structure as to provide for yards as specified in Tables 1 and 2 of Section 18.48.010 or the district in which the
parcel is located.

A.

A required front yard is an open space extending along the front parcel line for the full width of the parcel
with a depth equal to the least depth of front yard specified for the respective district.

A required rear yard is an open space extending along the rear parcel line for the full width of the parcel with a
depth equal to the required least depth of rear yard specified for the respective district.

A required side yard is an open space extending along a side parcel line from the front yard to the rear yard
with a width equal to the required least width of side yard specified for the respective district.

The required least depth or width of any yard shall be measured at right angles to the parcel line adjoining
except as follows:

1. Where any future street right-of-way lines have been established by any specific plan for future street
opening or widening, the required least depth or width shall be measured from such planned street
right-of-way lines;

2.  Where special building setback lines have been established, such lines shall control the placement of

structures in lieu of the yards otherwise required in the zoning district;

3.  Where an easement for vehicular access traverses all or a portion of a parcel, the required least
depth or width of yard shall be measured from such easement. This provision does not apply to
easements intended for occasional maintenance vehicular use such as utility easements.

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18.59 Creek Setbacks

18.59.090 Fences.

Existing fences below the top of bank may not be repaired, reconstructed or replaced other than as an approved
creek bank stabilization measure as provided for in Section 18.59.080. Existing fences above the top of bank may
be repaired, reconstructed or replaced when in conformance with Chapter 18.43 of the Zoning Ordinance. New

fences shall conform to Chapter 18.43 of the Zoning Ordinance. (See Section 18.04.155 for definition of "fence.")

18.68 Variances

18.68.080 Granting of variance—Required conditions—Guarantees.

A. Inauthorizing the granting of any variance, the board of adjustment may require that the use conform with
the site plan, architectural drawings or statements submitted in support of the application or such
modification thereof as it may deem necessary to protect the public health, safety and general welfare and
secure the objectives of this title and the general plan. The board may also impose such other conditions as it
may deem necessary to achieve these purposes, including, but not limited to, the following:

Direction to Staff on a Potential License Agreement Amendment

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the Council receive the Annual Report on the Farmers’ Market from Good Roots
and provide direction to staff on a potential license agreement amendment.

BACKGROUND

Since September 2018, Nile Estep of Good Roots has managed the Portola Valley Farmers Market. Mr.
Estep has successfully managed the market bringing in diverse produce and products to serve the
community on a weekly basis.

On September 27, 2023, the Town Council adopted Resolution No. 2935-2023 authorizing
the Mayor to execute the Farmers’ Market License Agreement for the Town Center Weekly Farmer’

Market with Good Roots. The staff report, resolution, and executed Agreement is provided in Attachment
1.

DISCUSSION

The current Agreement stipulates that every year Good Roots is required to provide the Town Council
with an annual report at a meeting in March or April. The report is required to include Good Roots’
opinions on what is working well and what can be improved and may include a request for changes to
the farmer’s market program. At that time, the Council may consider continuing the farmers’ market,
applying additional conditions or provisions, or terminating the farmers’ market. Staff is seeking this
direction at the March 11, 2026 meeting, and based on direction will return to the next Town Council
meeting with an Amendment if directed to prepare this to allow the Farmers’ Market to

continue. Additionally, staff is seeking direction on the term of the agreement. A two year term is
recommended which would extend the current Agreement to May 31, 2028, but the Council may provide
direction on an alternative. The Council may also provide direction on other components of the
Agreement.

FISCAL IMPACT

The Agreement requires Good Roots to pay to the Town as rent for the use and occupancy of the
License Area the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) per week, payable monthly in advance on the first day of
each calendar month. This results in $52 in annual revenue to the Town.

Staff recommends that the Town Council adopt the attached Resolution (Attachment 1)
authorizing the Mayor to execute the attached Farmers’ Market License Agreement
(Attachment 2) between the Town and Nile Estep, dba Good Roots, a Sole Proprietorship
(“Good Roots”) for a two-year contract .

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION

Since September 2018, Nile Estep of Good Roots has managed the Portola Valley
Farmers Market. Mr. Estep has successfully managed the market bringing in diverse
produce and product on a weekly basis. During the longer summer markets Mr. Estep
has added value to the market by bringing in musicians and activities for children.

The Market is highly valued by residents and is a meeting point for parents and students
for after school bus service. The market has provided food trucks on a weekly basis and
works to add more food options during the Summer Concert Series.

Staff recommends that the Town Council approve the Resolution authorizing the Mayor
to execute Agreement for Mr. Estep to manage the farmers’ market for a two-year
contract.

Staff has updated the Farmers’ Market License Agreement (Agreement), with the
assistance of the Town Attorney, to have a two-year term with Mr. Estep. Every year Mr.
Estep will provide the Town Council with an annual report. Staff will work with Mr. Estep
to bring a report to the Council to evaluate the farmers’ market. At that time, the Council
may consider continuing the farmers’ market, applying additional conditions or provisions,
or terminating the farmers’ market at the end of the contract.

The Agreement has also been updated to include the following provisions:

e Adds a provision to provide crossing guard services at the Crosswalk across Portola
Road adjacent to the Town Center Parking lot, during the one afternoon school bus stop.

FISCAL IMPACT
The Town includes a nominal amount in the annual budget to support Farmers’ Market
activities and engagement. The proposal for the 2023-24 Fiscal Year is $7,000.

FARMERS’ MARKET
LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS FARMERS’ MARKET LICENSE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), dated as
of the last date signed below (“Effective Date”), is by and between THE TOWN OF
PORTOLA VALLEY, a municipal corporation (“Town") and Nile Estep, dba Good
Roots, a Sole Proprietorship (“Good Roots”) and is made with reference to the following

facts:

A Town is the owner of the real property and improvements commonly known
as the Town Center located at 765 Portola Road, Portola Valley, California 94028 (“Town
Center”).

B. The Town desires to have and Good Roots desires to operate a farmers’

market at the Town Center, subject to all the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.
NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed as follows:

1. Grant of License. Town hereby grants to Good Roots a revocable license
to use and occupy a portion of the Town Center for the purpose of operating a farmers’
market wherein participating merchants will be engaged in the retail sale of agricultural
products and other items customarily offered at a farmers’ market for sale to the general
public. The license granted herein shall authorize use and occupancy of the Town Center
only by Good Roots and its authorized agents and participating merchants who are engaged in
operation of the farmers’ market pursuant to an agreement with Good Roots
("Participating Merchants"). The agreement(s) between Good Roots and the
Participating Merchants shall require each Participating Merchant to comply with all of
the applicable conditions and requirements set forth in this Agreement.

2. License Area. The area of the Town Center to be occupied by the
farmers’ market operated by Good Roots shall be a portion of the parking area adjacent
to the Historic School House, as shown on Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part
hereof ("License Area").

3. Condition of License Area. Use of the License Area is being granted to
Good Roots in its present condition and the Town shall have no obligation to make any
alterations or improvements to the License Area to accommodate the farmers’
market. Good Roots acknowledges that the Town has made no representations or
warranties concerning the condition of the License Area or its suitability for a farmers’
market. It shall be the sole responsibility of Good Roots to conduct such inspections of the
License Area as it deems necessary to confirm that the License Area can be used for the
farmers’ market.

4. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from the Effective Date until May

31, 2025. Good Roots will provide an oral report to the Town Council annually at the
Council's March or April meeting, which shall include Good Roots’ opinions on what is
working well and what can be improved and may include a request for changes to the
farmer’'s market program.

5. Permitted Use; Conditions. The License Area shall be used and
occupied by Good Roots and Participating Merchants solely for the purpose of operating a
farmers’ market and related activities, such as entertainment, and for no other purpose
without the prior written approval of the Town.

a. Day and Time of Operation. The farmers’ market shall be limited to
Thursday afternoons for a period of four hours of operation with an
additional two hours before operation for set-up and one hour after
operation for clean-up, generally from 2 p.m. to 5 or 6 p.m., depending on
the time of year. In any case, the farmers’ market shall always close by
sunset, and clean-up must be completed within one hour after sunset.

b. Town Cancellations and Rescheduling.

i. If the Town needs to cancel any particular week of the farmers’
market due to a conflict with another event at Town Center, the
Town shall provide Good Roots with at least one-week advance
written notice.

ii. If the regularly scheduled farmers’ market occurs on a holiday (e.g.,
Thanksgiving or Christmas), the Town Manager may give Good
Roots permission for the farmers’ market to occur on an alternate
date during the week of the holiday.

c. Site Plan and Traffic Control. The farmers’ market setup and booth lay out
shall conform to the Site Plan contained in Exhibit A, which is incorporated by
reference. Good Roots and Town may make minor changes to the Site
Plan from time to time. Any changes to the Site Plan that are not
minor changes must be approved by amendment to this Agreement,
which amendment must be signed by both parties to be effective.
Good Roots shall comply with the City-approved site-specific traffic control
plan, which is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit A.

d. Participating Merchants; Booths.

i. ~ The maximum number of Participating Merchants shall be 30 and
shall not be increased without prior written approval of the Town
Council. To the greatest extent feasible, subject to Good Roots’
reasonable discretion, Good Roots will seek to engage vendors that

are based in close proximity to the Town and that provide goods and
products desired by Town residents.

ii. Good Roots may allow an additional “Community Corner’ booth
space at the farmers’ market for individuals and groups to engage in
expressive activity, such as political advocacy, educational outreach
or entertainment. Good Roots must provide a way for Community
Corner booth space to be reserved in advance. No sales activity or
fundraising will be allowed in the Community Comer.

ii. Good Roots shall require all Participants to comply with Market Rules
adopted by Good Roots.

iv. ~ Good Roots shall provide the Town with a space on the Historic
School House steps for use by Town committees, Town staff,
government agencies with jurisdiction in Portola Valley (e.g.,
Woodside Fire, Library) and Town service providers (e.g.,
GreenWaste Recovery) for outreach purposes.

v.  Musicians may be invited to enhance the atmosphere of the farmers’
market. Amplified sound shall be allowed at Good Roots’
reasonable discretion, provided it does not disturb adjoining
property owners.

e. Sustainability. Good Roots will ensure the farmers’ market is “zero waste.”

f.

Good Roots shall require Participating Merchants to comply with the
Reusable Bag Ordinance and shall require that Participating Merchants
provide compostable serve-ware and produce bags.

Clean Up. Upon the conclusion of each farmers’ market, Good Roots
and Participating Merchants shall thoroughly clean the License Area;
turn off hot water and access to outside spigots; place all trash, waste,
recycling and debris into the proper receptacle (if necessary,
transporting any extra waste or recycling to the Town’s corporation
yard and placing it in the proper receptacle); and restore the License
Area to substantially the same condition as existed before the conduct of
the farmers’ market, including the repair of any damage to Town property
resulting from the farmers’ market activities.

Food Demo Booth. W.ithin the maximum number of Participating
Merchants identified in subsection (d)(i) above, the Town shall permit
a food demo booth. The Town shall pay the annual San Mateo

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County Health Department fee associated with the food demo booth.
Good Roots shall obtain a permit for the food demo booth as “Portola
Valley Farmer's Market Healthy Food Demo Booth” and shall be the
responsible party with the food manager’s certification. Good Roots
will be responsible for scheduling local chefs to provide the
demonstrations at the booth, and the Town will provide access to the
kitchen sink in the Community Hall for the individual(s) authorized by
Good Roots each week to conduct the demonstration. Good Roots
shall ensure that the operation of the booth, including but not limited to
the individuals making the demonstrations and the demonstrations,
comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations.

. Food trucks, food tents and special events. Good Roots can submit for

approval to the Town Manager plans for additional special events and
food trucks and meal tents during farmers markets, which may require
more space. Plans must include information about required permits
from County Agencies and comply with all applicable laws, ordinances
and regulations, before being approved by the Town Manager._Good
Roots shall require and confirm that any food trucks attending the
farmers’ market have the required San Mateo County Health permits.

Market adaptations under emergency orders and other special
circumstances. In the event that unforeseen circumstances affecting the
operation of the farmers market arise, such as emergencies orders, Good
Roots may propose to the City adaptations to the farmers market to comply
with such orders and to adapt to such circumstances. Such adaptations
may include rearranging booths or barricades within the license area to
meet any health and safety guideline recommended by the Town, County,
or State. Market adaptations must be approved by Town Manager prior to
implementing those adaptations.

Crosswalk. Good Roots hereby agrees provide crossing guard services

at the Crosswalk across Portola Road adjacent to the Town Center Parking lot, during
the one afternoon school bus stop. This responsibility entails ensuring the safety and
smooth passage of pedestrians and students. Good Roots agrees to ensure the
following, at a minimum:

a. Provide at least one crossing guard who has completed the trainings set
forth in subsection 6(b), below, who will be present from at least 3:10 p.m.

until SamTrans bus 85 drops off students and has departed.

. Require assigned crossing guards to complete the necessary certifications

and training to provide crossing guard services, as directed by the City.

. Implement safety measures and protocols to prevent any potential

accidents or hazards. These measures must include, at a minimum,
requiring all crossing guards to year a reflective safety vest or similar
outerwear and to carry a handheld red “STOP” paddle.
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7. Termination.

a. For Convenience. Good Roots or the Town may terminate this
Agreement at any time by giving at least one month advance written
notice to the other party. This Agreement will automatically terminate at
the end of the term, if not extended by the parties’ written agreement.

b. For Cause. Town reserves the right to terminate this
Agreement and/or suspend or revoke the License conferred
hereby at any time if the City determines, in its sole discretion,
that Good Roots’ use of the License Area is contrary to the
public health, safety, or welfare, or is in violation of any
federal, state, or local laws, regulations, or permits, or is
contrary to the terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement. City shall give thirty (30) days prior written notice
of termination unless the City determines that there is an
immediate threat to public health, safety, or welfare that
requires a shorter notice period.

8. Rent. Good Roots shall pay to the Town as rent for the use and occupancy
of the License Area the sum of One Dollar ($1.00) per week, payable monthly in advance
on the first day of each calendar month.

9. Compliance with Legal Requirements. Good Roots and Participating
Merchants shall strictly comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations concerning transportation, handling, storage, and sale of food and other
products offered for sale by the Participating Merchants at the farmers’ market. Good
Roots shall strictly comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations pertaining to
the operation of a farmers’ market, including, but not limited to, the prohibition of pets
within the License Area. Good Roots will maintain a current Portola Valley Business
License.

10. Indemnity. Good Roots agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold the Town,
and its officers, officials, boards, commissions, employees, agents, and volunteers harmless
from and against any and all claims, demands, causes of action, liabilities, costs or
expenses, including attorneys’ fees, arising from its use or the Participating Merchants’ use
of the License Area or the operation of a farmers’ market thereon, or arising from its
performance under or any breach of this Agreement by Good Roots. The indemnity
obligations of Good Roots set forth herein shall survive and continue beyond the term of
this Agreement.

11. Liability Insurance.

a. During the term of this Agreement, Good Roots, at its own expense,
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shall procure and maintain in full force and effect: (i) comprehensive
general liability insurance with an aggregate limit of not less than Two
Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00); One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per
occurrence, insuring against all liability of Good Roots and the Town for
bodily injury and property damage arising out of or in connection with
Good Root’s use and occupancy of the License Area.

b. The general liability insurance policy shall name the Town of Portola
Valley, and its officers, officials, boards, commissions, employees,
agents, and volunteers as insured parties thereunder, and shall be
endorsed to provide that: (i) the insurance coverage thereunder shall
be primary with respect to Town; and (ii) no cancellation or reduction in
coverage will be made without 10 days prior written notice to the Town
by the carrier.

12. Notices. Any notice required or permitted to be given hereunder shall be in
writing and shall be mailed, personally delivered, or delivered via email to the other party
at the following address:

Any notice sent by mail shall be deemed received on the third business day after deposit of
the notice in the U.S. Mail with proper postage prepaid thereon. Personally delivered or
emailed notices shall be deemed received immediately.

13. Miscellaneous Provisions.

a. Costs of Suit. In the event legal action between the Town and Good
Roots becomes necessary in order to enforce or interpret this Agreement,
or any provision contained herein, the prevailing party shall be entitled to
recover all costs and expenses that may be incurred in connection
therewith, including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

b. No Assignment. This Agreement is personal to Good Roots and may
not be assigned or transferred to any other party without the prior written
consent of the Town.

c. Successors and Assigns. Subject to the restrictions against assignment by

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Good Roots, this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of the respective heirs, executors, administrators, personal
representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

. Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application

to any person or circumstance shall, to any extent, be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement, or the application of
such term or provision to persons whose circumstances other than those
as to which it is held invalid or unenforceable, shall not be affected.

e. Writing. No waivers, amendments, alterations, or modifications of this

Agreement, or any agreements in connection with this Agreement, shall
be valid unless in writing and duly executed by both Town and Good
Roots or their respective successors-in-interest.

Authority to Sign. The parties executing this Agreement on behalf of
Town and Good Roots represent that they have authority and power to
sign this License on behalf of Town and Good Roots, respectively.

. Waiver. The waiver by either party of any breach of any term, covenant,

or condition herein contained shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any
subsequent breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition
herein contained nor shall any custom or practice that may arise between
the Parties in the administration of the terms hereof be deemed a waiver
of, or in any way affect, the right of Town or Good Roots to insist upon the
performance by Good Roots or Town in accordance with said terms.

. Prior Agreements. This Agreement contains all of the agreements of the

Parties with respect to any matter covered or mentioned in this License,
and no prior agreement or understanding pertaining to any such matter
shall be effective for any purpose.

Govemning Law and Venue. This Agreement shall be construed under
the laws of the State of California. And lawsuit regarding this Agreement
shall be brought in the Superior Court of the State of California for the
County of San Mateo.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the Town Council receive information and provide direction to Staff on the Draft
Housing Element Annual Progress Report (APR) for 2025 and consider, by motion, authorizing staff to
submit the Draft Housing Element APR for 2025 to the State Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) and Office of Land Use and Climate Innovation (LCI).

BACKGROUND

California Government Code Section 65400 (“Section 65400”) requires cities and counties to submit an
Annual Progress Report (APR) on the status and progress of implementation of the Housing Element of
the General Plan to the Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) and Governor’s
Office of Land Use and Climate Innovation (LCI), formerly known as the Governor's Office of Planning
and Research (“OPR”), by April 1 of each year.

On January 24, 2024, the Town of Portola Valley’s Town Council adopted the 2023-2031 Portola Valley
Housing Element Update. The Housing Element examines the success of past housing efforts, evaluates
the need for and status of housing in the town, considers constraints to expanding the housing supply,
and identifies sites available for housing. The Housing Element also responds to requirements set
forward in the California Government Code.

Providing a copy of the APR to HCD fulfills a statutory requirement to report certain housing information
to the State. This document does not create or alter policy; it is a reporting document. The following
discussion and the attached Draft Housing Element Annual Progress Report for 2025 (Attachment 1:
Housing Element Annual Progress Report for Calendar Year 2025) comply with State law requirements.

DISCUSSION

The Town of Portola Valley’s Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA) for the 6th Cycle increased the
amount required during the 5th Cycle (2015-2022 Housing Element) from 64 net new units to 253 units.



The 2025 APR provides data on the number of housing units for which the Town granted planning
entitlements (i.e., discretionary approvals), building permits, and certificates of occupancy sgring the
2025 calendar year. It also includes data on housing unit production across affordability levels, a listing
of development applications received, and provides an update on housing program implementation.

The Housing Element APR requirements are established by legislation and continue to expand. In
addition to historic requirements to track overall housing unit production and affordability, local
jurisdictions are now obligated to include detailed information such as project addresses, permit
numbers, dates of completed application submittals, entitlements issued, building permits issued, and
building permits finalized between January 1 and December 31 of a given year. Affordability levels,
housing tenure (ownership and rentals), and streamlining applications are also recorded.

The Association of Bay Area Governments (ABAG) is responsible for allocating the RHNA goals for each
jurisdiction in the San Francisco Bay Area by income level. The following table identifies the Town’s
RHNA Goals and the progress the Town has made in meeting these goals over the past year and in total
for the 6th Cycle. In most cases, the Town uses affordability assumptions for ADUs. This methodology
was developed by ABAG and agreed upon by HCD. The allocation is 30% very low income, 30% low
income, 30% moderate income and 10% above moderate income.

It should be noted that some of the Housing Element program implementation was delayed by limited
staff and budget. The Planning and Building Director position was filled by a part time retired annuitant
11 months of the entire reporting year and the sole planning staff position was un-occupied during later
2025.

The APR is a routine item required by State law to report on housing-related activities in the prior
calendar year and is not a policy document guiding housing-related actions to be undertaken by the
Town. Members of the public may comment on the APR during public comment as part of discussion of
the item.

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no fiscal impact from this report.

Official Training Requirements
RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Town Council receive an informational report on Senate Bill (SB) 707 and
other recent updates to the Ralph M. Brown Act and training requirements for local officials.

BACKGROUND

Senate Bill (SB) 707 amends the Brown Act by introducing new teleconferencing requirements, detailing
eligibility rules for members of legislative bodies to participate remotely, and providing enhanced
accessibility for members of the public.

The new requirements take effect in two phases:

e January 1, 2026: New optional teleconferencing provisions for all Brown Act bodies.
o July 1, 2026: Expanded public access, two-way teleconferencing participation, and language
access for “eligible legislative bodies.”

DISCUSSION
Remote participation

SB 707 revises and expands the teleconferencing options available under the Brown Act. Notably, SB
707 permits remote teleconferencing as a reasonable accommodation for a disabled member of a
legislative body. To participate, the legislative member is required to participate using both audio and
visual technology, unless their disability prevents them from doing so. The member would be required to
disclose whether anyone 18 years or older is present in the room along with the member’s relationship to
those individuals. The member’s remote participation would count as in-person attendance for all
purposes, including a quorum.

The bill also consolidates standard alternative teleconference provisions into “just cause” circumstances.
In order to be permitted to teleconference for just cause, a quorum of the legislative body or committee
would be required to participate in person from the meeting location identified on the agenda. The
meeting minutes would reflect the specific provision of law the member relied upon to participate
remotely. When participating remotely for just cause, the member would be required to always
participate through both audio and visual technology during the meeting. Members are limited to a
certain number of “just cause” teleconference meetings based on the number of times the legislative
body meets per month, which, as applied to Town Council, would be up to five Council meetings per
year.



SB 707 does not update traditional teleconferencing rules, which still remains an option with no limit on
number of meetings. T0A

Optional Changes for Subsidiary/Advisory Bodies

Separate from the “just cause” option, SB 707 also allows, but does not require, cities to extend remote
meeting options to subsidiary or advisory bodies, as of January 1, 2026. This would only apply to the
Town Council Committees. Planning Commission and Architectural & Site Control Commission (ASCC)
would not be eligible because they are not purely advisory. Similarly, Finance Committee is also
excluded as they have primary subject matter jurisdiction over budgets, taxes and/or related spending
proposals.

For those that are eligible the following meeting requirements must be met:

¢ One physical meeting location open to the public, with at least one staff member present and
agenda posted at the physical location.

o Members must appear on camera during open meetings unless a physical/mental condition or
technological issue prevents it.

o Teleconferencing option must be reauthorized every six months by Council.

With Council direction, staff can return with a policy fully outlining the requirements for decision on
whether to implement optional teleconferencing for eligible subsidiary bodies.

Remote Public Access and Participation

Under SB 707, there are additional requirements for “eligible legislative bodies,” of which Town Council
qualifies based on the population of San Mateo County (which is greater than 600,000), and must meet
all provisions by July 1, 2026. Starting July 1, 2026, Town Council will be required to provide members of
the public to attend Council meetings and allow public comment through a two-way telephonic or
audiovisual platform. If an audiovisual platform is used, automatic captioning will also be required if the
platform provides that functionality. The current practice of using Zoom fulfills these requirements and
staff plans to continue to use Zoom for all meetings.

Meeting Disruption Policy

Prior to July 1, 2026, Council must approve on the regular agenda, at a noticed public hearing, a policy
regarding the disruption of telephonic or internet service. This policy must include the procedures for
recessing and reconvening a meeting in the event a disruption and efforts town staff will make to attempt
to restore service. The policy should include the requirement that if a disruption occurs, Council must
recess the meeting for at least one hour and make a good faith attempt to restore the service. Town
Council may meet in closed session during this period. If service cannot be restored after reasonable
effort for at least one hour, Council must make a finding and vote via roll call that good faith efforts were
made in accordance with the policy and that public interest in continuing the meeting outweighs the
public interest in remote public access. Staff will develop a Council Meeting Disruption Policy and return
for final approval.

Language Translation and Interpretation and Public Participation

SB 707 requires translation of agendas and public meetings information webpage into “applicable
languages” based on the most recent American Community Survey (ACS) data of the population served.
“Applicable languages” are defined as any language spoken jointly by 20% or more of an applicable
population that speaks English less than “very well” according to ACS data. Staff has reviewed and,
based on the criteria, Portola Valley does not meet the 20% threshold required for translation.

SB 707 also requires public agencies to reasonably assist any member of the public who wishes to
translate a meeting or wishes to receive interpretation provided by another member of the public, so long



as the interpretation does not disrupt the meeting. Reasonable assistance may include arranging space
for interpreters at the meeting location, allowing extra time during the meeting for interpre108>n, or
ensuring that participants may use personal equipment or reasonably access commercially available
interpretation services. The Town is not required to provide interpretation of meetings but may elect to do
so at its discretion.

The Town will also be required to provide a physical location for members of the public to post their own
additional translations of the agenda in reasonable proximity to the physical location in which Council
meeting agendas are posted. Meeting agendas are posted on locked boards outside Town Hall. Staff will
identify a location for the public to provide alternative translations for Council meetings and return with a
policy on use of such location for Council consideration.

In addition to the above, SB 707 requires the Town to encourage residents, including those in
underrepresented communities and non-English-speaking communities, to participate in public meetings.
This includes maintaining a system for electronically accepting and fulfilling requests for meeting
agendas and documents through email or through an integrated agenda management platform and
maintaining an accessible internet webpage dedicated to public meetings that provides information about
public meetings and the steps to participate. Staff currently manage requests for through the Town
Center and Clerk email addresses (towncenter@portolavalley.net and pvtownclerk@portolavalley.net) or
the office phone number at (650) 851-1700 and will begin updating the website to comply with SB 707
requirements.

Social Media

SB 707 removed the sunset from AB 992 (2021), which provides that legislative body members can use
social media to communicate with the public but a majority cannot discuss matters within their jurisdiction
via social media. Individual members cannot respond to another member’s posts, shares, etc. on matters
within their jurisdiction (including likes, comments, emojis, etc.) The Town already complies with this
aspect of SB 707 with its Electronic Communications Policy.

Providing copies of Brown Act

SB 707 requires that local agencies shall provide copies of the Brown Act to persons elected or
appointed to a legislative body.

Removal of disruptive virtual attendees

SB 707 authorizes removal of virtual attendees causing disruption under the Brown Act. The Town must
still provide warning before removal, unless behavior constitutes use of force or true threat of force.

Assembly Bill 2647

Assembly Bill (AB) 2647, which went into effect January 1, 2023, slightly modified the Brown Act’s
requirements for disclosure of public records related to agenda items. The Brown Act requires writings
related to an agenda item that are distributed to a majority of the members of a legislative body less than
72 hours before the meeting be made available for public inspection at the time the writing was
distributed. A local agency must make the writing available for public inspection at a public office or
location designated for such purpose, and the agenda must list the address of the office or location.
Under AB 2647, an agency may comply with this requirement by posting the materials on the agency’s
website, so long as the following requirements are met:

1. An initial staff report or similar document containing and executive summary and the staff
recommendation, if any, relating to that agenda item is made available for public inspection at the
designated office or location at least 72 hours before the meeting;

2. The agency immediately posts the writing on its website in a position and manner that makes it
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clear that the writing relates to an agenda item for an upcoming meeting;

3. The agency lists the web address of the agency’s internet website on the agendas 1058all meetings
of the legislative body of that agency; and

4. The agency makes physical copies available for public inspection, beginning the next regular
business hours for the local agency, at the designated office or location. This requirement is
satisfied only if the next regular business hours of the local agency commence at least 24 hours
before that meeting.

The Town complies with this requirement by posting any written responses to Councilmember questions
related to agenda items that are sent to a majority of Councilmembers to the Council meeting webpage
prior to the meeting.

Senate Bill 827

Senate Bill (SB) 827 updates and expands California’s mandatory training framework for local agency
officials. Under existing law, AB 1234, any member of a local agency legislative body or elected official
receiving any compensation, salary, stipend, or expense reimbursement, as well as designated
employees, must complete two hours of ethics training every two years. SB 827 expands this
requirement to include department heads and similar administrative officers. It requires officials who
commence service on or after January 1, 2026, to receive their initial training within 6 months of
commencing service. Local agencies must maintain ethics training records for five years, and these
records are public under the California Public Records Act. By July 1, 2026, each agency with a website
must post clear instructions and contact information explaining how the public may request training
records.

SB 827 creates a new, standalone fiscal and financial training mandate for local agency officials. The bill
requires at least two hours of fiscal and financial training every two years for officials that include:

Legislative body members

Elected officials

Governing-body appointed officials who make fiscal, budgeting, or public resource use decisions
or recommendations as part of their official duties;

Employees designated by the governing body

SB 827 authorizes a local agency or an association of local agencies to contract with or otherwise
collaborate with a provider of a training course to offer one or more training courses, or sets of self-study
materials with tests, to its local agency officials to meet the training requirement. It requires that training
courses and materials be developed in consultation with experts in local government finance, as
specified. Courses must also issue proof of participation for purposes of complying with specified
recordkeeping requirements
